18+19 – An example of a wartime experience and the mental trauma it incurs. (Another example is page 102-108, which also examines the comradeship of the frontline)
37-39 – An example of the difficulty of separating memories of the front line even when at home. 

66-67 – Class and rank distinctions on the frontline, dislike of command, religious imagery. 

69-72 – Background on Sassoon, and home front stoicism towards death. 
82-83 – Sassoon meets Owen. All they can discuss is the war. Religion features heavily. 
90-91 – Character of Sarah, represents loss of loved ones during war. Callousness of older generation. As a munitions worker, she also represents the growing importance of the role of women during the war. 

96-97 – Public school/Private school segregation of officers. Class and rank distinctions.
135 – War as a club. Propagandist influence – What did you do during the Great War?
160 – War wounded, segregated and hidden from society to prevent negative view of war. 
182-184 – Ineptness of command, religious images again. Sacrifice of life. 
198 – Loss of future hopes and dreams in face of war. Duty to country. 

226-228 – Yealland. A contrast to Rivers. An example of the callousness that some Doctors had towards patients. Mental breakdown seen as a crime almost, and a distinct lack of sympathy for the soldier’s experiences.
